From the Med-Act – select the intervention
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Select - Review
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The documentation for that intervention will open up and you can view all the documentation.
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By documenting – using your problem list or the medact – it places the information in an EASY to locate area in the patients progress note.  The bold header – Medical Order and Problem Lists – separates this documentation from the flow chart documentation – If you look for the specific problem or intervention – it will show you the documentation. This will also demonstrate that you are using your “Plan of Care” in the documentation of the patients daily care.
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Definitions:  

Addressed – At the start of your shift when – stating that this problem is still appropriate for this patient.

Intervention – An action you took – ALSO associates with interventions on the medact to document it as performed on the medact.

Evaluation – Evaluation of the action you took.

Reviewed – Reviewing the problem and making changes in the problem or goal to fit the changes in the patient.
