ORGANIZATION OF PROBLEMS LISTS
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When you select New Problem and open the problem lists. CLICK on the NAME bar to move all the problems to the top of the list so you do not have to scroll down..  I have them all set now so the actual problems are on top and the Blank problems are at the end of the list.
PLEASE NOTE – NEW PROBLEMS LIST JUST FOR SWING PATIENTS
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DOCUMENTING WITH PROBLEM LISTS

THIS WILL SAVE YOU TONS OF TIME AND THE SURVEYORS WILL LOVE THIS!!!

This goal has listed the goals in caring for a newborn.
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Select the problem and then click on intervention. Document that the mother watched the videos on care as well as your demonstration in the comment section. 
When you watch the mother do a return demonstration you return to that same problem and select evaluation and document that the mother did a return demonstration. 
To view what education was taught you click on the words that are listed in the flow chart after that particular problem and the window will open up to show you the documentation and who did it. 
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Using the problem list to document your education saves you from having to document it in random places in the flow chart. Makes it easier for everyone to identify was has been taught and prevents the need for a separate education flow chart.

At the end of the shift when your patient progress notes print all the specific care related to the problems are in one area on the progress notes. When your chart is audited looking for use of a care plan vs care provided and documentation to reflect that care plan- all those requirements will be met by documenting using the problem list.
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Definitions

SO – in CPSI – your problem list IS your care plan. Documentation using care plan and Medact is fast and keeps the information organized so it is easy to find in the progress notes.

I placed an alphabet in front of all the problem list categories so they would line up in most frequently used. 





This can not be specific for each department. The entire hospital will see this same list. Let me know if I need to rearrange the order.





Education and Nursing activities can / should be charted using problem list. MUCH faster and do not have to search through flow chart. IF you documented it in the problem as an intervention you do not have to repeat that documentation in the flow chart questions --------SEE EXAMPLE
